The Menõs Glee Club has been sharing mu-

sic with the OSU campus community and 

around the world since 1875.  They are ac-

tive throughout the year with Fall tailgating, 

multiple concerts on and off campus and 

frequent trips both within the US and 

abroad.  

Robert J Ward currently serves as Director of 

Choral Studies and conducts Menõs Glee 

Club and Chorale. Prior to his appointment 

at Ohio State, Dr Ward was on faculty at 

Oklahoma State University. He is currently 

the editor of a childrenõs choral music series 

and a menõs choral series published by 

Santa Barbara Music Publishers. In 2001 Dr 

Ward was awarded the Director of Distinc-

tion Award by the Oklahoma Choral Direc-

tors Association and in 1997 he was pre-

sented with the Amoco Outstanding Faculty 

Award at Oklahoma State University for out-

standing undergraduate teaching. He holds 

the Doctor of Musical Arts degree from 

Michigan State University.  
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In February 2010, Clergy VOICE questioned 

the activities of the C Street Center in Wash-

ington DC. It runs a boarding house for 

members of congress where residents and 

friends share meals and Bible study. For fed-

eral tax purposes, the center is registered 

with the IRS as a church, though it has no 

creed or worship statements. Clergy VOICE 

contends that:  

(1) it is a violation of the tax code for a 

church to extend below market -rate 

rent to government officials, and that  

(2) it is a violation of Congressional Ethics 

Rules for members of congress to ac-

cept below market -rate rent and also 

to avoid reporting it.  

Thus far, property tax investigators from the 

District of Columbia have investigated the 

house and assessed it for property taxes as 

66% taxable and 34% tax exempt. No IRS 

decision has yet been made on the classifi-

cation of the C Street Center as a church.  

In April 2010, Clergy VOICE researched the 

Fellowship Foundation, the umbrella organi-

zation of the C Street Center and the spon-

sor of the annual National Prayer Breakfast 

attended by many government officials in-

cluding every US president since Eisenhower.

Safeguarding the Separation  

of Church and State

Rev Eric Williams, Leslie Kern, Karen Riccio, 

and Rev. Allan Debelak were our guests at 

the November Currents Forum. They dis-

cussed the work of Clergy VOICE, a group 

of 13 Columbus pastors who are concerned 

that the separation of church and state is 

being put at risk by the C Street Center and 

its umbrella organization the Fellowship 

Foundation, also known as The Family.  

Background : Our founding fathers quickly 

saw the wisdom of separating church and 

state to keep our national government from 

becoming a theocracy (government based 

on the dogma of one religious sect). They 

also protected each citizenõs freedom to 

practice their chosen religion. These tradi-

tions continue with very specific criteria in 

our tax codes for the activities of tax -

exempt churches.

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Fellowship Foundation because of its con-

nection to former US Rep Mark Siljander who 

pled guilty in 2010 to federal charges of 

conspiracy and money laundering. Siljander 

was hired as a lobbyist by the Sudanese Is-

lamic American Relief Agency to get them 

removed from the governmentõs list of ter-

rorist organizations. He instructed that 

agency to route $50,000 to two Fellowship 

Foundation accounts:  

1) Siljanderõs salary account and  

2)  an account for òMuslim Friends.ó   

Accounting records show that the founda-

tion then transferred $18,337 to Siljanderõs 

personal Morgan Stanley account; the use 

of the remaining money was not explained. 

Clergy VOICEõs issue with the Fellowship 

Foundation is its link to criminal activities to 

launder money on behalf of foreign policy 

interests and its abuse of tax -exempt organi-

zation tax laws to lobby on behalf of those 

same interests. Neither of these activities 

was visible to the American people.  

When asked what church 

members should under-

stand about the issue of 

tax -exempt churches using 

their resources for business 

and partisan political pur-

poses, Rev Williams replied 

that òWe should value, 

cherish, speak up and pro-

tect the mission of churches in the US de-

mocratic society. If you are going to be a 

church, be a church. If you are not going to 

be a church, donõt discredit real churches 

by abusing tax and/or other laws in search 

of political or monetary gain.ó  

To abide by the IRS tax -exempt policies for 

charities, the work of Clergy VOICE is sepa-

rate from and not connected to any of the 

pastorsõ churches. Clergy VOICE is repre-

sented by Marcus S. Owens, a Washington -

based tax attorney and former Director of 

Exempt Organizations Tax Matters at the IRS.
