Ash Wednesday begins the season of Lent. 

Lent was the time for the early Christian 

Church to prepare for Easter by a season of 

penitence, fasting and prayer. This season of 

40 days, which does not include Sundays, 

provided a time in which converts to the 

faith were prepared for baptism into the 

body of Christ. 

The Ash Wednesday service emphasizes a 

dual encounter: we confront our own mor-

tality and confess our separation from God 

within the community of faith. The form of 

the service and the scripture texts are de-

signed to focus our lives upon the dual 

themes of sin and death in light of God’s re-

deeming love in Jesus Christ.  

While the use of ashes as a sign of mortality 

and penance may be new to some wor-

shipers, it has a significant history in Jewish 

and Christian worship. The imposition of 

ashes can be a powerful nonverbal and ex-

periential way of participating in the call to 

repentance and reconciliation. Ash 

Wednesday can become in some manner 

a Yom Kippur, or Day of Atonement, for the 

Christian community.  

Worshipers should feel free to participate or 

not participate in receiving the mark of the 

cross with ashes, depending on its meaning 

in their own faith journey. It is not essential to 

a complete worship experience. It is a per-

sonal choice, and will be offered for those 

who wish it.

OUR PRESIDENT 

Dear Friends ~ 

As we discussed at the annual meeting, our 

finances are very tight and our pledges are 

way down. Our Budget and Finance team 

poured over our income and expenses 

when creating the 2011 budget, and with 

Consistory support, they decided to forecast 

offerings at the historic numbers instead of 

the current pledges. This is a bit of a leap 

and it will be monitored throughout the 

year. In January, our giving was compatible 

to past years, which gives us modest com-

fort in our forecast so far.  

By forecasting our income at historic num-

bers, we were able to create a conservative 

yet functional spending budget. In recent 

years, we cut the budget and lowered 

spending in office, worship, education sup-

plies, and just about every other area. All 

committees and individuals have lowered 

spending. I want to thank the many people 

in our midst who purchase needed supplies 

out of their own pocket. That is a love offer-

ing of great blessing to St John’s! 

With our cutbacks, we still face hard times. 

Many of you agree that we do not want 

drastic cuts to our budget if we can avoid it. 

The last thing we want is to harm our strong 

ministries and hamper our ability to grow 

and create new ways to meet our mission. 

This we can avoid with your help! 

How?  Action!  Take action. We can sit and 

worry if we will survive into the future. Or, we 

can take action to create a vision for a pro-

ductive bright future. We can CUT CUT CUT 

to preserve what we have, hoping it will be 

enough for the future. Or, we can use what 

we have to move faithfully into the future 

with new programs, new missions, new wor-

ship, and a renewed sense of the mission 

Jesus charged us with. This all seems scary 

doesn’t it? The future is silent. It gives us no 

true clear glimpse of how it will be. That is 

where faith and action come in.  

Pastor Ron taught us in worship that a stick 

cannot burn brightly on its own, and it is 

likely to go out if left alone too long, but 

when one puts many sticks together, they 

will burn brightly. They feed off one another 

to continue glowing, growing, and warming. 

Each individual stick benefits, the whole 

group benefits, and all who gather to it 

benefit.  That is how a church community is. 

God can interact with a group as a fire 

does among logs. God can help each of us 

to be more of ourselves, to be greater, and 

to go farther. How? By being together as 

one and having faith that our collective ac-

tion will be blessed by God, spiritually and 

financially. It is our job at St John’s to feed 

the fire so that God’s warmth reaches into 

the greater community — drawing people 

in, meeting needs, and touching lives. We 

do this with action. We already do it with our 

great ministries – music, The Largest Table, 

Stephen Ministry, and Currents, just to name 

a few.

Both special Missions for March relate to the 

UCC Outdoor Ministries: Templed Hills and 

Pilgrim Hills, and St John’s Camperships. 

Why would these summer ministries be the 

Special Missions for March? St John’s pays 

half of the cost for each youth from St 

John’s that goes to camp.  If a camper signs 

up by March 31 (see p 7), he or she gets the 

lowest registration cost. Since St John’s pays 

half of that cost, getting campers to apply 

by March 31 saves the family and St John’s 

money.  Each year St John’s Camperships is 

one of the Special Missions because the 

money that is donated helps to cover the 

Church’s half of the tuition.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

The other Special Mission is connected to 

Pilgrim Hills Camp, and is named for Joyce 

Decker’s cousin, Kathy Decker. Every sum-

mer Pilgrim Hills and Templed Hills has Shar-

ing/Caring Camps for mentally and physi-

cally challenged persons.  The Decker Ac-

cessibility Fund was started with a $4000 me-

morial for Kathy Decker.  This memorial fund 

helps Outdoor Ministries act on behalf of all 

person who, like Kathy, are concerned 

about being included. 

New Outdoor Ministry projects are built with 

accessibility in mind.  The Prettyman Center 

for Adult Spiritual Renewal at Pilgrim Hills, the 

most recent construction, is fully accessible.  

The five Parker Ridge Cabins at Templed 

Hills, which were completed in the mid-90’s, 

are fitted with accessible restrooms.   

Now Templed Hills is working on installing an 

accessible restroom in the main gathering 

hall.  All of us know how important accessi-

ble restrooms are for the comfort of every-

one.  So the Decker Accessible Fund is our 

second Special Mission of March.

Is Church Camp Relevant  

in Today's World? 
Do you believe that a summer church 

camp experience for children, youth or 

adults is relevant in today's world?  Do you 

think that secular sports and athletic camps, 

information technology savvy, and recrea-

tional activities are more useful and helpful 

to a child's growth in self-confidence and 

self-worth than several days in a safe out-

door environment carefully supervised by 

trained Christian leaders—playing, creating, 

singing, and bonding with other children, 

learning a little more about who they are, 

perhaps even becoming aware of a God 

that is still speaking, especially to them? 

I admit I am deeply prejudiced. I have wit-

nessed children and adults deeply touched 

by the love and attention showered by 

camp leaders. I have seen children light up 

with excitement as they discovered the 

wonders of the outdoors. Silence isn't silent 

when God speaks. Loving kindness, sunshine 

and fresh air and a sense of belonging pro-

vided in a safe place with good food and 

humor opens the door to great possibilities 

for anyone, especially children and youth.   

But, we offer more—we teach about Jesus 

Christ! Paraphrasing the words of St Francis 

of Assisi, "Always preach the Gospel; when 

necessary use words."  Fewer words are nec-

essary when a church camp experience is 

at its best.  Church camp experience is at its 

best when a child feels God's love, which 

leads to a true sense of self-worth.  It's not 

magic; it's grace.

The November 2010 Elections: 

What they mean for our  

nation and our state? 
 

Dr Richard Gunther, Professor, The Ohio 

State University Department of Political Sci-

ence, shared with us some interesting data 

and an interpretation of the outcome of the 

election. This is the third successive election 

in which the incumbent party lost seats. In 

all but three midterm elections since Abra-

ham Lincoln was president, the party hold-

ing the White House has lost seats to the op-

posing party. The midterm elections with the 

greatest changes are charted below.

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Reasons for Turnover: Opinion polls show 

that voter dissatisfaction was more often 

linked to incumbent office holders than to a 

particular party. Exit polls show that the pri-

mary reason for voter dissatisfaction was the 

state of the economy brought on by the se-

verity and depth of the recession.  

• Unemployment went higher and is taking 

more time to recover than anyone ex-

pected.   

• People not only lost money on their 

house, many people lost their house.  

• The effect of federal stimulus money was 

partially offset by the states’ slashed 

budgets.  

• Many voters did not believe the estimates 

by the Congressional Budget Office that 

the stimulus created millions of jobs.  

• Voters mistakenly thought their taxes had 

been raised in the last two years even 

though federal taxes were substantially 

reduced for the overwhelming majority.  

• Many voters believed that the $800 billion 

bailout of banks and car companies is 

gone forever, even though $760 billion 

has been recovered to date, and it is pro-

jected that the government may make a 

profit on the bailout.   
 

Effect of Lobbyists: The $4 billion spent on the 

2010 election is the highest spent for elec-

tions in our history. Ohio TV ads ranked high-

est in the country with 30,000 broadcast in 

Cleveland and 29,000 in Columbus in the 

month of October alone. The huge influx of 

money has been attributed to the Supreme 

Court's 5-4 decision in the Citizens United v. 

Federal Election Commission case that says 

companies and labor groups have a free-

speech right to spend as much as they want 

to persuade voters to elect or defeat candi-

dates. Unions and for-profit corporations are 

now able to funnel money through other 

organizations, and thereby prevent the pub-

lic from following the money source. In a 

2011 editorial, the Columbus Dispatch re-

ported that ―In Ohio, outside groups such as 

the Republican Governors Association, 

funded by businesses and individuals, spent 

millions of dollars last year on behalf of or 

against candidates.‖  
 

Effect of Redistricting:  Redistricting of the 

states’ congressional districts is done every 

ten years by the party that is in power after 

completion of the national census. In most 

states, including Ohio, the borders of the dis-

tricts are gerrymandered to the advantage 

of the party who is in charge of the process. 

Before the November 2010 election, the 

League of Women Voters in Ohio sponsored 

a redistricting plan in the Ohio legislature 

designed to be representational fair to each 

party and not to gerrymander around the 

state. This proposal was passed by the 

House of Representatives by a vote of 69-28 

in late June 2010, and was in the process of 

being merged with a complementary re-

form plan passed by the Senate the previ-

ous year.  The merged reform proposals fell 

short of the 60% majority in the Senate that 

would have placed it on the November 

2010 ballot as a proposed constitutional 

amendment.  
 

The current district boundaries strongly favor 

the Republicans.  In the most recent con-

gressional elections, their congressional can-

didates received 56% of the popular vote, 

but won 72% of the seats.  In 2006, even 

though their congressional candidates re-

ceived just 47% of the vote, they won 61% of 

the seats.
